Being nominated for Scottish Hairdresser of the Year 2008 for
my sister, Leslie and myself has been absolutely amazing.
We have entered twice before and haven’t managed to get to
the finalist stage. However every time we have not has
become a learning process and we have had to take a second,
fresh look at our collections.

Looking back we can see where we have gone wrong and this
year we have realised the progression that we have made with this
collection. We believe that the main benefit we have had this year
is working with such a fantastic, strong team who all has the same
goal and understanding of how to achieve that goal. It is a
collaboration of excellent, carefully chosen models, an artistic
knowledgeable photographer, a competent, enthusiastic make up
artist, a clothes stylist who looks beyond the fashion of today and
of course us the hairdressers. Having the capability of being able to
keep your mouth shut and listen to your expert team around you
is the most important part of putting a collection together. The
experience that we have had, working with the people around us,
Bernard Connelly and Martin Evening to guide and mentor us, has
been unbelievable. What my sister and I found extremely difficult
was choosing the final 6 photographs. That for us was a nightmare
but we got there in the end. What we have learned out of all of
this is the ability to work in a team situation and having the ability
to listen to what people have to say and input. A big thanks to
everybody that helped us put everything together and also
everyone that always had faith in us to reach this final stage.

Salon International has been the most recent thing that I have
been involved in personally. When I think I am coming out, and I
don’t mean the closet, they drag me back in. Let me explain.
I have been involved with the NHF art team on and off for many
years. This salon international I thought I was having it off, as in
watching other people doing the work going to seminars, and
getting drunk along with Mr Vidal Sassoon at his 80th Birthday
Party. The work that the veteran hairdressers put together was
absolutely fantastic, so clean, and precise it sent goose pimples up
my spine. You guys will know what I mean as we all have the
same feeling when you have a 22 year old model blowing on your
neck. Anyway back to reality! Being a bald, overweight, 43 year
old hairdresser you know that that doesn’t happen very often.
So… I got a phone call from Miss Wendy Cummings and she
asked me if I would come and help with some work they were
doing with Mr Lee Stafford, Corioliss and the team. Of course you
know what the answer was. I have worked with Corioliss for
many years as well as Mr Stafford. We have crossed swords many
times in the past. It was great to have the opportunity again to
work with the National Hairdressing Federation Art team and
myhairdresser.com educators led by Lee Stafford. As I am not a
session hairdresser and my main job is standing behind a chair and
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cutting hair for my public whilst running the salon with my sister,
I don’t get a lot of opportunity to do as much presentation work
and stage work as I would like. Also I am so in awe of Lee
Stafford. I think the guy is amazing and when I am in his presence,
and working with him, he makes me sweat like you wouldn’t
believe. It doesn’t make matters any better when there are a
couple of hundred people round our stand and he is in the
audience making faces and pointing at me. At that present moment
in time that’s when I lost my knuckle. It was a lovely white stage as
you know if you had been there with lovely red blotches of my
blood on it. Has anyone seen the chainsaw massacre? You’ll get
my meaning. Anyway to cut a long story short it has been the
most nerve racking exhilarating experience I’ve had. Having being
asked to work with Lee, Stacy and Steve as an equal on their stage
for me as a humble hairdresser from Scotland was just mind
blowing. I am very sad because I did watch Celebrity Sissorhands
day and night even to the extent of setting my alarm for 3am and
watching the uncut programme. When I started to watch and saw
the so called Celebrities that were in I thought here we go, this
will be ridiculous. How wrong could I be? Lee and his team turned
the guys around in 3 weeks like you wouldn’t believe and I would
put any of my younger members of my team up against them.
Hats off to Lee Stafford the guy is incredible. For me he has come
across as a true ambassador for our industry and I think that what
he has done on TV for British Hairdressing is incredible. I have
never seen so much passion, in these people that he has worked
with and turned in to hairdressers. Alright we know it’s not the
best, we know we can all do better and yes we can simply
disregard it as rubbish but if you do that and don’t get where these
guys are coming from you are a fooling yourself. The message that
he and his team are trying to portray is education is everything.
He truly believes in the website and group myhairdresser.com,
in being an educator and realizing that educating is the way
forward.
